The issue to be highlighted in this month’s edition of the bulletin is about Police chaplaincy.
New Opportunity for Chaplaincy

In May we are taking up a new chaplaincy role in the City Centre. Methodist Deacon Kerry Smith and Methodist Minister Brian Taylor have been appointed as Chaplains to one of the special Police units in the City Centre. After completing the training as police chaplains in March/April Kerry and Brian are sharing the responsibilities and work load. At the moment Brian is Chaplain to the Law Courts in Birmingham and Kerry is working with the chaplaincy at the NEC group and also is involved in work relating to human trafficking. The police chaplaincy work, envisaged to entail 4/5 hours each week, will be in addition to their present roles. Both Kerry and Brian see this work as bringing an extra dimension to chaplaincy presence in the city centre, as well as being an exciting and valuable contribution to the wellbeing of a workforce who are essential for the life of our city.
